October


· Adult Leadership

· Who is going?

· What vehicles are they driving?

· How many seat belts?

· Who will tow the trailer?

· Consider having enough vehicles that one can become disabled an you can still continue the trip

· Complete the budget plan

· Make a payment schedule (all $ should be collected by first Monday in February)


· Contact Camp Alexander


· You will need a starting head count

· Will they accept a Troop that is less than an entire camp site?

January

· Camping Arrangements


· Sugarite Canyon State Park (New Mexico)

· Air Force Academy


· Make sure at least one Adult leader has CPR certification and one has First Aid certifaction (may be different people).  If training in needed make reservations now.

February

· All $ are collected

· Distribute State of Colorado medical forms

· Distribute Air Force Academy releases

· Distribute Class 1 medical forms as required.

· Put together a merit badge and activity plan for the Scouts and pre-register as required.

March

· Publish a camp equipment list and Summer Camp briefing (Who, What, When, Where, How much $, etc…)

· Adult Leaders go to training 

· Youth Protection Minimum

· Submit National Tour Permit request

May

· Parent’s meeting

· Larry Life & Timmy Tenderfoot

· Collect all medical forms and releases

· Assemble Trail to First Class Equipment

· Adult Quartermaster (Trailer towing person) goes to Belles house for trailer orientation and Troop equipment briefing

· Inventory coolers and food bins and request loaners from non attending parents if needed

· Review Scouts and select a Senior Patrol Leader.  This is usually an obvious choice based on the Troop Elections in May, but if not you may want to hold a special election among the group going to summer camp.
